LAT 485.001: Assistantship for Latin 111-112
This one-credit-hour course offers selected Latin majors or minors a chance to serve as assistants in LAT 111 during fall semester 2010. The assistant is expected to attend 1.5 classes a week on average, study the assigned work, and help conduct classroom, lab and/or online activities. One important task is to offer review sessions to small groups or individual students outside of class, especially before tests and exams. The assistant will be asked to look over, but will not evaluate, students’ work. In addition, the assistant will be required to complete a written reflection on the experience. The course does not count toward the major or minor and may not be repeated. S/U grading is mandatory.

· Reflect upon useful pedagogical techniques in the Beginning Latin classroom

· Practice designing appropriate exercises, both for face-to-face and online use
· Help Beginning Latin students (especially those experiencing difficulties) understand and learn the material by applying these techniques and exercises 

· Help students prepare for tests and quizzes outside of class
· Get the satisfaction of having a positive impact on the educational experience of students

· Review the grammatical, lexical, and cultural material of LAT 111
· Develop a deeper understanding of the role of a Latin teacher and explore whether teaching Latin comes easy to you

When I assess your classroom performance, I will look at your ability to communicate with the Beginning Latin students (both individually and in small groups) and help them understand and practice the material. I will rate your ability to select and/or design exercises and your effectiveness in looking over students’ homework (without evaluating it) and helping them identify and remedy weaknesses. I will also consider your willingness and initiative to offer review sessions before quizzes, tests, and exams outside of class.

The written reflection is a two-page term paper in which you reflect upon your experiences, both positive and negative, in the classroom and during the review sessions. You are asked to describe the approaches you took to help the Beginning Latin students succeed. Your report should include an honest assessment of your pedagogical abilities with this particular group. The paper will be graded for contents (75%) and style (25%) and is due on Friday, December 10, 2010.


You are expected to attend no fewer than fifty percent of the scheduled class meetings, i.e. 22 of 43. Each week you must be present at least once. Days of tests and Colloquia Latina do not count toward your total number of classes attended. If you fall below fifty percent of attended classes without valid excuse (such as serious illness or family emergency), five points will be deducted from your average for attendance per class missed.
