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A student has the right to file an appeal if there is disagreement with the final grade for a course. The procedure for bringing an academic appeal is as follows:

1. The student must initiate the formal appeal within 30 days following the date grades are posted at the end of an academic term. 

2. The student must initiate the process by presenting the appeal in writing (mailed) to the faculty member(s) in charge of the course. The faculty member(s) will render a decision in writing (mailed).

3. If the faculty member does not resolve the appeal, the student may present it in writing to the department chair. The department chair will render a decision in writing.

4. If the department chair does not resolve the appeal, the student may present it in writing to the Mercer University School of Engineering Graduate Committee, mailed to the Dean of Engineering. The graduate committee will render its decision in writing.

Any appeal must specify the grounds and provide supporting facts and arguments. Disagreement with the substance of the department’s faculty decision shall not be appropriate grounds for appeal beyond that level. Appeals to the Mercer University School of Engineering Graduate Committee will be limited to alleged failure to adhere to procedures, rules and regulations governing the appeal process, or to new information that was unavailable to the departmental committee.
