MACON, SAVANNAH AND COLUMBUS — Mercer’s School
of Medicine was established in 1982 to educate physicians and
health professionals to meet the primary care and healthcare
needs of rural and medically underserved areas of Georgia
through education, service, research and collaboration. Today,
a majority of graduates practice in the state of Georgia, and
Mercer is a leader in the nation for those who are practicing
in rural or medically underserved areas. The School’s
educational environment is founded on a patient-based
learning philosophy that is case-driven and provides early
patient care experiences. This innovative, hands-on approach
results in better long-term retention of content and prepares
students for a variety of clinical challenges. With multiple
locations throughout Central Georgia, Mercer University
School of Medicine offers a campus environment for every
type of student. Macon is the School’s administrative campus.
The Savannah campus was established in 2008 and is located
adjacent to Memorial University Medical Center. Columbus
began as a clinical campus in 2012 and welcomed the first
four-year M.D. class to a temporary space in the fall of 2021.
Construction of a new facility was completed in late 2021 and
classes will be held there beginning 2022. All three campuses
are closely integrated and function as one unit.

The 1947 National Security Act’s passing established the
Mercer University Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC)
battalion. The program quickly took hold on campus and
numbered more than 100 cadets for most of the 1950s and
early 1960s. Today, the program commissions officers into
16 U.S. Army branches for the active Army, the U.S. Army
Reserve, and the Army National Guard. The military science
classes, associated activities, and the ROTC basic courses
are open to all students as electives without obligation. The
courses can be taken as a minor for four years under most
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences majors. The military
science courses aim to develop leadership and managerial
potential while understanding the requirements and
organization for national security. Mercer’s ROTC program
continues to instill a strong sense of personal integrity and
commitment to the nation.

In addition (11 1730 |

to the Broadway Series, classic g
Film Series and the GrandKids G R é N D
Arts Education Series that serves OPERA HOUSE

thousands of elementary, middle

and high school students each year, The Grand presents
concerts, comedy and dance, and hosts a variety of special
events and performances. It is also the performance home

of the Nutcracker of Middle Georgia, the Macon Civic Club
Revue and the new Macon-Mercer Symphony Orchestra. In
2017, The Grand underwent part one of a massive renovation
including new carpet, an enlarged loading dock and new
seating. The second part of the renovation was completed in
2018 and included a completely refurbished and expanded
lobby area with two bars, enlarged restrooms and redesigned
patron flow. These changes have improved patron experience
and allow The Grand to continue to be a vibrant community
gathering place for Central Georgians.

B Mercer Music at Capricorn

Mercer Music at Capricorn is a 20,000-square-foot
complex including the historic Capricorn Sound Studios
located in downtown Macon.
The complex features state-
of-the-art commercial studios
and production rooms for
recording; a museum that tells
the Capricorn story through
digital, visual and audio
storytelling; a music incubator
where musicians can rehearse,
collaborate and grow; and offices, co-working space and
meeting rooms for nonprofits and creatives. A thriving
recording studio in the 1960s and 1970s, Capricorn fell into
disrepair and languished for years. In 2020, it reopened as
Mercer Music at Capricorn after a major renovation that

sound studios
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transformed the space while maintaining the integrity of
the original studio, remembered today as the birthplace of
Southern rock. Mercer Music at Capricorn now plays an
integral role in building Macon’s music scene and serves
as a popular tourist destination in Central Georgia. It is an
affiliate of the GRAMMY® Museum in Los Angeles.

B The McEachern Art Center

Mercer University’s McEachern Art Center, known as
the MAC, seeks to advance emerging artists and offer the
Central Georgia community a place to contemplate art with
care in a restored Art Deco building in downtown Macon.
The exhibitions prioritize contemporary art and include
free open programming and admission. Ample studio
space allows students, faculty and visiting artists a place to
create and showcase all in one building. The MAC aims to
be the “front porch” of Mercer University downtown as a
space for reflection, conversation and connection over arts
and culture.

B Merxcer University Press

Mercer University Press has
published more than 1,650 books since
its establishment in 1979. It publishes
approximately 30 to 35 new books each S
year in the areas of religion, philosophy, MERCER
literary criticism, Southern history, UNTVERSITY PRESS
regional studies, and creative writing. The Press holds
membership in the Association of University Presses.

M University Center

The 230,000-square-foot University Center (UC) serves
as the focal point of activity for students, faculty and staff
on the Macon campus. Along with housing a full schedule
of activities from varsity and intramural sports to wellness
and recreation programs, the UC also serves as a place for
social gatherings.

A major feature of the building is the 3,200-seat Hawkins
Arena, home of the Mercer Bears basketball and volleyball
teams. Facilities include a fitness center, varsity athletic team
rooms, athletic offices, Griffin B. Bell Board Room, Presidents
Dining Room and Heritage Hall. The UC is also a great place
to grab a meal or quick snack at The Farmers Market or the
food court, featuring P.0.D. Express (Provisions on Demand),
Panda Express and a full-service Chick-fil-A.

The Mercer Wellness Program at the UC offers fitness
classes for all ability levels. Students, faculty and staff
combine fitness and fun with cardio kickboxing, spin bike,
yoga, aerobics, weight training and martial arts. An indoor
track overlooks three intramural courts, and the well-
equipped fitness center overlooks the indoor lap pool, where
students can enjoy a swim or take an aqua aerobics class.

B Mercer Athletics

Mercer University is the only NCAA Division I private
institution in Georgia and competes in the historic Southern
Conference (SoCon). In the 2020-2021 academic year, 78
percent of Mercer student-athletes
achieved a GPA of 3.0 or better. The
average GPA for all student-athletes
for the year was 3.452. Mercer athletes
led the SoCon with 343 named to
the Academic Honor Roll, including
42 who earned a 4.0 GPA. Mercer’s
18 intercollegiate teams include men’s baseball, basketball,
cross country, football, golf, lacrosse, soccer and tennis; and
women’s basketball, cross country, golf, lacrosse, soccer,
softball, tennis, beach volleyball, track and volleyball. Other
members of the Southern Conference include: the University
of Tennessee at Chattanooga, East Tennessee State University,
Furman University, University of North Carolina at Greensboro,
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Samford University, The Citadel, Virginia Military Institute,
Western Carolina University and Wofford College.

B Alumni

More than 85,000 Mercer alumni, including graduates
of Tift College, live in all 50 states and in 90 countries.
The Mercer University Alumni Association, governed by
a National Board of Directors and an Alumni Board of
Directors for each college and school, seeks to promote the
commitment of alumni to the University. The Association
sponsors events each year, including Homecoming on
the Macon campus and “Mercer Mingles” in cities where
alumni live. A network of 49 local alumni chapters helps
Mercerians stay connected in their hometowns.

M Educational Partnership

RoBINs AIR FORCE Base — In 1983, the Warner Robins
Air Logistics Complex (the largest entity housed at Robins Air
Force Base) and Mercer began discussions about the critical
need for engineers at the Base. As a result, the University
established the School of Engineering in 1985 and Mercer
Engineering Research Center in 1987. The educational
partnership was formally renewed in 2021 and includes
additional Mercer academic units and programs including the
School of Business, College of Professional Advancement and
the Departments of Chemistry and Computer Science in the
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences.
